3. to receive medical care while working together with family members.If you want to
know more about your illness or how to treat it, you can ask a hospital staff member
to teach you using easy-to-understand words and pictures.

4. after listening to an explanation about the disease and the method of curing the
disease, be able to communicate your thoughts and feelings to the hospital staff and
your family.

5.Family members can ask or talk to family members or hospital staff whenever they
have gquestions or concerns.

6. to spend as much time as possible with family members while in the hospital.

7. inpatient hospitalization You can study and play even if you are hospitalized.

8. to tell us as much information as possible about your body and your feelings so that
your illness will get better.

Please try to tell the hospital staff as much information as possible about your body
and your feelings so that your illness will improve.

9. please keep the hospital's promise so that you and everyone else can have a good

time.
